Eligibility:

Grant Amounts:
Maximum amount of any scholarship to an individual in one year will be $1000.

Recipient Selection:
Recipients will be selected by the Education Committee of the Construction Education Foundation of Minnesota on the basis of merit and with our regard to race, color, religion, national origin or sex of applicants.

MN ABC Merit Shop Construction Scholarship Program

The MN ABC Merit Shop Construction Scholarship Program is sponsored by the Minnesota Chapter of Associated Builders & Contractors, Inc. (ABC) and is administered by the Construction Education of Minnesota.

The purpose of the Merit Shop Construction Scholarship Program is to assist individuals seeking to further their education in careers in construction.  This assistance is provided through scholarship grants.  Any individual who will be enrolled in Minnesota State University – Mankato and Bemidji State University and a member of the ABC Student Chapter is eligible to apply for a MN ABC Merit Shop Construction Scholarship. 

Scholarship recipients will be selected by the Education Committee of MN ABC solely on the basis of merit and without regard for the race, color, religion, national origin and sex applicants.  Individuals must submit all required forms and related materials on or before May 4th, 2012 in order to be considered.

It is anticipated that approximately one $1000 scholarship will be awarded for the 2012-2013 academic year between the two student chapters.

Merit Shop Construction Scholarship Program

Eligibility

Any student that is a member of the ABC student chapter for Minnesota State University and Bemidji State University interested in a career in construction.

Application

1. Application shall be made on the form obtained from the office of the Minnesota Chapter of Associated Builders and Contractors.

2. All items or information requested in the application, including the rating sheets, shall be submitted to the CEF of MN, training partner of MN ABC.

a) Applicant should complete Pages 1, 2 and 3 of the PERSONAL APPLICATION and return them, along with any attachments, to MN ABC by May 4th, 2012.

b) Applicant should complete the top section of Page 1 of the ACADEMIC ADVISOR FORM and submit both Pages 1 and 2 to the advisor at his/her current school or last school attended.  Advisor should complete form and return it directly to MN ABC by May 4th, 2012.

c) Applicant should complete the top section of Page 1 of the EMPLOYER’S EVALUATION FORM and submit both Pages 1 and 2 to his current or most recent employer.  Employer should return it directly to MN ABC by May 4th, 2012.

d) Applicant should coordinate obtaining ACADEMIC TRANSCRIPTS from his/her current school or last school attended.  Transcripts can be sent with the Personal Application or the Academic Advisor Form, but the applicant is responsible for making certain MN ABC receives them by May 4th, 2012.

3. Applications and attachments shall be received no later than 5:00 p.m. on May 4th, 2012.

4. An interview may be required.

Screening and Award

1. Selection will be made by the Education Committee of the Minnesota Chapter of ABC.

2. Selection will be made no later than the end of June, 2010.

3. The scholarship funds will be forwarded to the recipient’s educational institution upon presentation of matriculation information for the 2012-2013 school term and other information is designated by MN ABC.

4. Recipients will be required to provide a photograph and bio after notification of award.

Miscellaneous
